Klima is an innovative technology developed by RAK Ceramics R&D that has enabled the creation of next-generation tiles capable of absorbing and rejecting heat based on various needs. Suitable for indoor and outdoor environments, floors, and external façades, ensuring maximum comfort while consuming the least amount of energy.

RAK Ceramics is constantly engaged in research and innovation to develop products that are environmentally sustainable and contribute to energy savings in order to preserve the ecosystem.

Klima retains heat from the environment and distributes it throughout the entire indoor space, resulting in a warmer surface to the touch than a standard surface.

At the same time, it is ideal for outdoor surfaces because the tiles can repel the heat of the sun's rays while withstanding higher temperatures. Even when exposed to direct sunlight, the surface does not become hot, and the floor always remains cool and pleasant to walk on barefoot.
